Much has been said about the reorganization of the Faculty of
Arts at the University of Waterloo; I know cause I’ve been
talking a lot about it. You may be wondering why the former
VPA is still writing about this. It is because I was selected to
serve as the undergraduate representative for the director
nomination committee for the School of Social, Political and
Historical Research, and our decision has recently been
announced. 

For those of you who do not recall, I will give a quick recap of
the reorg. As of July 1st 2026, the 15 academic units within the
Faculty of Arts will be reduced to 6. They are as follows:

The two current schools will remain the same:
School of Accounting and Finance
Stratford School of Interaction Design & Business

The two largest departments will be elevated to become
schools:

The School of Economics
The School of Psychology

The Remaining Departments will be divided into two new
interdisciplinary schools:

The Departments of Communication Arts, English
Language & Literature, Fine Arts, French Studies,
Germanic & Slavic Studies, and Spanish & Latin American
Studies will merge into the School of Creative and Critical
Humanities (SCCH).
The Departments of Anthropology, Classical Studies,
History, Philosophy, Political Science, Religious Studies,
and Sociology & Legal Studies will merge into the School
of Social, Political, and Historical Research (SSPHR).

These new administrative structures will not change
programming in the near future; however, they will change the
faculty advising structure and the administrative hierarchy of
the academic units. These changes will be led by the directors
of the two new schools. It is with great confidence that I share
with you the new directors of the interdisciplinary schools, Dr
Jay Dolmage (SCCH) and Dr Ian Milligan (SSPHR).

Reorg! Reorg! Reorg! Dr Jay Dolmage has served
as Chair of the Department
of English Language and
Literature since July 2022.
His scholarship brings
together rhetoric, writing,
disability studies, and
critical pedagogy. When
asked for comment, he
posed a question for the
undergraduate student
body: “What would you like
to know about Arts
reorganization? What can
the new School of Critical
and Creative Humanities
do to improve your student
experience? Please email 

me at dolmage@uwaterloo.ca with your ideas, or set up a time
to meet with me in-person.”

Dr Ian Milligan has served
as Associate Vice-
President, Research
Oversight and Analysis in
the Office of Research
since January 2022. His
primary research focus is
on how historians can use
web archives, as well as
the impact of digital
sources on historical
practice more generally.
Dr Milligan also offered a
few words for the
undergraduate student
body: “The new School of
Social, Political, and
Historical Research brings 

together seven Areas (Anthropology, Classical Studies, History,
Philosophy, Political Science, Religious Studies, and Sociology &
Legal Studies) into a single school. For students, this won't
change what programs you're in or who teaches you, but I hope
over time it creates more opportunities for the kinds of
interdisciplinarity many of our students are looking for. If you
have thoughts, questions, or concerns about what would
improve your experience as a student in our programs, please
write to me at i2milligan@uwaterloo.ca. I’m always looking
forward to hearing how things are going and would love to
connect.”

Yes, I do think our libraries need updating, making them AODA
compliant, making them available as better study spaces,
giving them more intentional programming. And yes, I think our
campus needs more spaces for collaboration, events, and
innovation, but why must this come at the sacrifice of what
makes a library a library?

	Reorg! Reorg! Reorg!

	Much has been said about the reorganization of the Faculty of Arts at the University of Waterloo; I know cause I’ve been talking a lot about it. You may be wondering why the former VPA is still writing about this. It is because I was selected to serve as the undergraduate representative for the director nomination committee for the School of Social, Political and Historical Research, and our decision has recently been announced.
	For those of you who do not recall, I will give a quick recap of the reorg. As of July 1st 2026, the 15 academic units within the Faculty of Arts will be reduced to 6. They are as follows:
	The two current schools will remain the same:
	School of Accounting and Finance
	Stratford School of Interaction Design & Business
	The two largest departments will be elevated to become schools:
	The School of Economics
	The School of Psychology
	The Remaining Departments will be divided into two new interdisciplinary schools:
	The Departments of Communication Arts, English Language & Literature, Fine Arts, French Studies, Germanic & Slavic Studies, and Spanish & Latin American Studies will merge into the School of Creative and Critical Humanities (SCCH).
	The Departments of Anthropology, Classical Studies, History, Philosophy, Political Science, Religious Studies, and Sociology & Legal Studies will merge into the School of Social, Political, and Historical Research (SSPHR).
	These new administrative structures will not change programming in the near future; however, they will change the faculty advising structure and the administrative hierarchy of the academic units. These changes will be led by the directors of the two new schools. It is with great confidence that I share with you the new directors of the interdisciplinary schools, Dr Jay Dolmage (SCCH) and Dr Ian Milligan (SSPHR).
	Dr Jay Dolmage has served as Chair of the Department of English Language and Literature since July 2022. His scholarship brings together rhetoric, writing, disability studies, and critical pedagogy. When asked for comment, he posed a question for the undergraduate student body: “What would you like to know about Arts reorganization? What can the new School of Critical and Creative Humanities do to improve your student experience? Please email
	me at dolmage@uwaterloo.ca with your ideas, or set up a time to meet with me in-person.”
	Dr Ian Milligan has served as Associate Vice-President, Research Oversight and Analysis in the Office of Research since January 2022. His primary research focus is on how historians can use web archives, as well as the impact of digital sources on historical practice more generally. Dr Milligan also offered a few words for the undergraduate student body: “The new School of Social, Political, and Historical Research brings
	together seven Areas (Anthropology, Classical Studies, History, Philosophy, Political Science, Religious Studies, and Sociology & Legal Studies) into a single school. For students, this won't change what programs you're in or who teaches you, but I hope over time it creates more opportunities for the kinds of interdisciplinarity many of our students are looking for.
